Beginning in 2009, The BCLA Reporter became the
BCLA Browser the online electronic newsletter of the
Association. The browser continues to cover all
aspects of the Associati
events. Congratulations to Editor, Sandra Wong, for
her conscientious work in filling the Browser with news
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For an Association that finds itself so o ften called on
to make public comment or to respond to issues
arising from actions both within the Library

community or from external events, the Executive
found that BCLA had few resources and limited
experience in public relations. Despite willingness
and ability in the BCLA Office, it was recognized early
in 2009 that developing a well functioning public
kelatiores grogsammenwiithfinithe arganidatjon would
require some outside expertise. To that end
Executive Director, Alane Wilson, has worked with
Reblis Creqtieertoadevelap public relatibrs resources
for use within BCLA. These will be ready for the 2010 -
2011 Board members in the early summer.

volunteer at higher rates than Boomers. So,  what has
changed is a perception of value i the value
proposition, in marketing speak. Traditional
associations have seen or will see a decline in their
value propositions for current or potential members.

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In our own community, CLA has seen a significant
decline in membership and, as a result, is in full
selffanal ysis mode.
membership has stayed stable but this does not
mean we can be complacent. While membership is
stable, it is a struggle to find people to volunteer for
Board positions, and for committee work, and can
lead to assumptions about inevitable decline and
disappearance.

Itis clear to me that people, regardless of the
demographic box they belong in, still join; still
participate in so mething that matters. So, the
challenge for BCLA is to be an association that
matters, one that people want to belong to and give
of their time to for the benefit of all. This means
making sure that the structure of the association is
right for its purpos e, and that attention and effort is
focused on activities that contribute to that purpose.

On February 3, 2010, approximately 20 attendees
from Vancouver Island, the Lower Mainland, and as
far away as Kelowna participated in a 4 hour
MarcEdit workshop led by Linda Woodcock,
Technical Services Librarian from Kwantlen
Polytechnic University.

Some had never used MarcEdit and were anxious to
learn about it. Others had limited experience.
MarcEdit is open source software developed by Terry
Reese and is now in version 5.2. Itis a wonderful
MARC editing tool, well loved by the library

communi ty.

This was a hands -on workshop so we learned by
doing. Some of the exciting things you can do with
MarcEdit are clean up e  -book records; add genre
headings; change a |x to |v; add local fields and
call number fields; and write and save scripts to
proc ess MARC files.

We began by learning how to break and make a
MARC file. Another useful action we learned was to

join or split files. We then moved on to editing the
records in a file. We learned how to add and delete
fields, add new subfields, update o Id or incorrect
indicators and how to edit fixed fields. There was
plenty of practice time as we worked through
exercises on the aspects presented. We were able to
have a hands -on experience because the workshop
was held in the Technology Lab of the Vanc ouver
School Board Office. During practice time, Linda
answered questions and also made a note to follow
up on other issues.

Once the file was edited, we compiled the file into
MARC ready for loading into a library catalogue. In
the last part of the ses sion, Linda showed us how to
batch process multiple files and how to write scripts
using the script wizard. Linda did an excellent job of
teaching the basics of MarcEdit and allowing for lots
of hands -on experience. The MarcEdit workshop

Deborah Ellis, and The Little Black Book for Girlz by St
St e p h €osminanity House. These books were on
the Challenged Books and Magazines List  as well as
in the VIRL catalogue.

A couple of weeks before the event, | sent an
envelope outto each branch with Freedom to Read
posters, Duo -Tang folders, and colour copies of 3
book covers.

By email, staff received the list of challenged books

on PDF in order to print the first 12 pages and put

them in a Duo -Tang. The same email included a
pictur e | 8d made of the word
two photos of the final display, and instructions on

how to make the wrapped books.

Rather than send books, each branch found 3
discarded books of approximately the same size as
the book covers.
books and then wrapped in plain paper fi the larger
branches had craft paper or sheets of brown paper

but the smaller ones did fine with standard printer
paper. Then the paper was peeled back in a strip to
show the title of each book.

The example of the final display emailed along with
instructions.

As able , branches added chains, locks, and faux
barb wire to their displays. They also added copies of
any other challenged books that happened to be in
the branch.

On March 18, 2010 at the Mearns Centre for
Learning, UVic Libraries, Maria and Catherine gave a
stimulating talk to the more than 30 librarians and
faculty from various Vancouver Island institutions
including UVic, Camosun College Library, Royal
Roads University Library and Vancouver Island
University Library.

Maria discussed the creation and operational
challenges of the Scholarly Publishing Office (SPO)

and debcribed hpw thessericaskale integnaged wWith
other campus units like the University o  f Michigan
press. After six years in operation, SPO is the publisher
of nearly twenty, mostly open  -access electronic
journals, a small original monograph series, born -
digital special projects; and a provider of hosting
services for large subscription -base d resources. While
primarily an electronic publisher, SPO also runs a print
on demand program, with over 9000 books for sale

on Amazon, as well as partners with the UM Press to
create a joint imprint of open access and print books.

Last year, the Univer sity of California Press and the
California Digital Library (CDL) announced University
of California Publishing Services (UCPubS), a joint
program intended to respond to the publishing needs
within UC. UCPubS brings the complementary
services of the press and the library together to offer
a rich suite of open -access digital and print
publishing tools to the UC system centers, institutes,
and departments that produce scholarly books.
Catherine reviewed the progress of this program,
including the motivation s behind their library -press
collaboration, the specific services UCPubS provides,
their outreach efforts across the campuses, the

chall enges theydve encountered
other presses and libraries can build on this
experience.

On March 19, 2010 , Maria and Catherine gave a
duplicate presentation at UBC which was webcast
live to audiences outside of Vancouver.
